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The City of Tualatin offers several indoor 
and outdoor facilities to rent for your 
family, business, or group celebrations 
and meetings. Reservations are made by 
completing and returning the 
appropriate facility permit form, along 
with payment by cash, check or Visa/MC, 
after scheduling is approved. The permit 
is available online or at the Juanita Pohl 
Center at 8513 SW Tualatin Road, inside 
Tualatin Community Park. 

Alcohol consumption is allowed only 
when a group alcohol permit is 
purchased during a City of Tualatin 
facility rental.* 

Information on availability of all facilities 
may be done by visiting or calling the 
Pohl Center at 503-691-3061, or emailing 
the office. See website for details.  

Reservations are accepted from 8:30am 
to 4:30pm, Monday - Friday. 

The indoor facilities are available year-
round, with scheduling options from 
three (3) months in advance for general 
events; and six (6) months for wedding 
receptions, anniversary celebrations, and 
reunions.  

Park fields are also available for rental 
at the Pohl Center. Shelters are only 
available for reservation at the Tualatin 
Community Park, other park shelters are 
first-come, first-served.
