IMPORTANT INFORMATION ABOUT LEAD IN YOUR DRINKING WATER

Regional water providers in the Bull Run service area found elevated levels of lead in drinking water in 14 of 112 high risk homes in our community, those with known lead in pipes. Lead can cause serious health problems, especially for pregnant women and children 6 years and younger. 

Lead is a common metal found in the environment. Although the primary sources of lead exposure are lead-based paint and lead-contaminated dust or soil, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency estimates that 10 to 20 percent of a person’s potential exposure to lead may come from drinking water. Infants who consume mostly mixed formula can receive 40 percent to 60 percent of their exposure to lead from drinking water.


The following are some of the steps you can take to reduce your exposure to lead in your water including: 
Run your water for 30 seconds to 2 minutes or until it becomes colder to flush out lead.
Use cold water for cooking and preparing baby formula.
Test your water for lead.
