1. The contractor will notify property owners within a 1000-ft radius from the project boundary at least 48 hours before working outside normal work hours. A mailing list may be obtained for a fee by contacting Lynette Sanford at (503) 691-3026. Acceptable methods of notification include door hangers, door to door contact, letters, or email. All notifications must include the name and phone number for the superintendent that will be on-site for after hours work. 
2. To the extent possible, minimize use of back up alarms. Arrange vehicle traffic to reduce backing movements and disable beepers where possible.
3. No outdoor speakers, radios, or other noise generators will be used.
4. Minimize use of tracked equipment or other equipment that generates noise that can be heard outside the property.
5. Direct all lights, including headlights, away from all residential property.
6. Your operations will need to be modified to respond to all complaints received by the City.
